	Purchase Will Expand South Mountains State Park
Late in December of 2007, 120 acres owned by Dr. John Barron were purchased by FCNC and transferred to State Parks for inclusion as Hwy 64 road frontage for South Mountains State Park. This acreage - the first of a four-phase land buy that will total 683 acres – were bought by FCNC with loan funds received through Conservation Trust for NC’s revolving loan fund, underwritten by conservationists Fred & Alice Stanback. 
Mountain Tract Links State Park Lands
Earlier in 2007, FCNC purchased 218 acres from the McKinley Earwood & Henry Norman families, a tract known as either “Hall” or “English” Knob.  Earwood-Norman provided owner-financing and with a private loan for backup funds, the land was saved from development and will be also be added to South Mountains State Park, connecting the Clear Creek/Broughton Watershed lands with the Barron property giving the park long-sought-after Highway 64 access.                        
Chimney Rock/Cane Creek Mountain
The new Chimney Rock State Park, which officially opens during 2008, will have additional acreage, thanks to FCNC’s efforts.  A one-hundred-acre tract on Cane Creek Mountain - out of 174 total acres - has been purchased from Bob & Anne Washburn who bought it originally to save it from development.  The remaining acres will be purchased by July 2008, and the entire acreage will be added to the Park.  Read the full articles:

Land protection gets a boost from Z. Smith Reynolds Foundation
Release Date: January 30, 2007
ASHEVILLE - Z. Smith Reynolds Foundation has given land protection in Western North Carolina a boost by continuing to support the Blue Ridge Forever coalition’s campaign. The $475,000, three-year grant will help fund the operational costs of land conservation organizations in Western North Carolina, as well as facilitate the collaboration of the organizations to protect more endangered lands through the Blue Ridge Forever campaign. All thirteen land conservation organizations serving Western North Carolina are participating in the Blue Ridge Forever campaign to protect 50,000 acres of the Southern Blue Ridge by 2010.
Blue Ridge Forever is a collective campaign led by local land trusts and national conservation organizations to engage the public and raise financial resources to safeguard land and water in the Southern Blue Ridge for present and future generations.
