· Additional lands that will protect the Catawba River’s headwaters and offer public access to Catawba Falls

· Lands at Hickory Nut Gorge that will make up a new state park and protect Chimney Rock, Rumbling Bald, Lake Lure and the Rocky Broad River

· The Catawba River below Lake James and the important aquatic ecosystems of its major tributary, the Johns River 

· Lands that will give public access to the National Park Services’ Overmountain Historic Victory Trail which runs through Caldwell, Burke and Rutherford counties

· Large mountain tracts that protect the unbroken forested landscapes of the South Mountains, Linville Gorge, Wilson Creek and Blue Ridge
